
In April 2014, three people were 
killed by a gunman in a pair of 
shootings at the Jewish Community 
Center of Greater Kansas City and 
Village Shalom, a neighboring 
Jewish retirement community, in 
Overland Park, Kansas.

In June 2009, a security guard 
was killed by a gunman at the 
United States Holocaust Memorial 
Museum in Washington, D.C.

In July 2006, five people were 
wounded and one killed by a 
gunman during a hostage situation 
at the Jewish Federation of Greater 
Seattle in Seattle, Washington.

In February 2018, seventeen 
students and staff members were 
killed and seventeen injured by 
a former student/gunman at the 
Marjory Stoneman Douglas High 
School in Parkland, Florida.

In October 2018, eleven people 
were killed and seven injured 
when a gunman opened fire on 
congregants during Shabbat 
services at the Tree of Life 
synagogue in Pittsburgh, 
Pennsylvania.

In April 2019, one woman was 
killed and three injured by a 
gunman who burst into Shabbat 
services on the last day of Passover 
at the Chabad of Poway synagogue 
in Poway, California.
